PASTORôS DESK 
 
 Lent is a time of prayer, fasting, and almsgiving. A sort of 
daily retreat to prepare our hearts and minds to celebrate the mysteries 
of our Redemption during Holy Week and especially during the Trid-
uum ,the three days of Holy Thursday, Good Friday, and Holy Saturday 
which recount Jesusô suffering and death and prepare us to rejoice in 
His Resurrection from the dead on Easter. 
 Each Sunday between now and Easter we will talk about 
the ceremonies of Holy Week in the hope that more of you will take 
part in these beautiful ceremonies, in order to better appreciate the 
Lordôs love for us and the great sacrifice  He made to redeem us. 
 This week we will look at Palm Sunday and the Tenebrae 
Service Wednesday night. 
 We begin Holy Week with Palm Sunday of the Lordôs Pas-
sion which recalls the triumphant entrance of Jesus on a donkey into 
Jerusalem where crowds of people acclaimed him as king and Son of 
David.  They spread their cloaks on the road before Him and waved 
palm branches to welcome Him to Jerusalem. 
 In our Palm Sunday Mass we carry palms and process 
around the Church to renew our loyalty to the Lord, and to acclaim Him  
as our King and Redeemer. 
 The joy of Jesusô entrance into Jerusalem is quickly 
changed as we hear the somber solemn Passion of the Lord according 
to St. Luke.  We are reminded of how the crowds and each one of us 
can go from loyally serving Christ to rejection and crucifixion through 
our selfishness. 
 Jesus knew the crowds would turn on Him and that each 
of us would sin and be unfaithful to him, yet He was willing to enter 
Jerusalem and accept rejection and death to show Godôs love and 
forgiveness for all people.   
 We bring palms home to place on a crucifix statue or an-
other prominent place to remind us of Godôs love for us, and our chal-
lenge to be his faithful follower.  
 Tenebrae ( meaning darkness in Latin) is a prayer service 
of Psalms and Lamentations of Jeremiah the Prophet from the Old 
Testament, which contrasts the darkness in our lives due to sin and 
death, with the Light of Christ which overcomes sin & death for us by 
His suffering, death, and resurrection. 
 The service is done in a semiï lighted Church and a can-
dlestick holding seven lighted candles which are extinguished one by 
one after each Psalm or Lamentation is sung, reminding us how sinand 
death bring darkness into our world.  
 The remaining lighted candle, the Christ candle is carried 
out of the Sanctuary to symbolize Jesusô death.  A loud noise fills the 
Church reminding us of the earthquake which occurred when Jesus 
died.  A motet is sung, then the lighted Christ candle is returnedï 
Christ is risen.  The Our Father is recited, and the ceremony ends in 
silence. 
 These ceremonies of Holy Week heartfully express Godôs 
love for us and our need for forgiveness and a new beginning..
